1: SECURITY/DUNGEON MONITOR: 12 hours. The goal of this team is to maintain order within the event. You have a clear     

understanding of all rules and uphold them. Most importantly, you’ll check for badges & monitor entry points. Your primary goal is 
safety within the event and to uphold the rules. All team members attend zoom meetings prior to the event to meet the team and 
secure your schedule.  DUNGEON MONITOR PORTION: Must have prior experience as you are the integrity of the dungeon 
without interrupting scenes. Your eyes are on the play for safety while enforcing all rules, knowing when to stop people from 
crossing into scenes without interrupting scenes: a delicate balance. Also keep supply stations full.  
Thu onsite meeting at BL in the Majestic Dungeon at 7:30p to receive your vest/radios 
 

2: REGISTRATION FULL: 12 hours (6 hrs Th & 4 hrs Fri & Sat 2hrs)   Tues night bag stuffing at 7p if possible. 
This team checks in all attendees, gives a run bag full of goodies and you personally put on their wristband and hand t-shirts to 
those who purchased them in advance according to their check in sheet only. Zoom meetings are important to meet your team, 
create and go over your schedule. All hands on deck Thu at 11:00a. 
 

3: FACILITIES aka: NINJA SQUAD w/ACE - Where The Magic Happens: You are part of an integral team setting up 

classes, dungeon, & theaters throughout the weekend. Must have sufficient mobility, strength, and flexibility in arms, hands, and 
legs to lift, push and pull 25 pounds. All hands on deck Wed at 12:00p to help with setup. Sat when play ends at 2am this 
team breaks down equipment to load into a different trailer with no storage return needed by this team. Sunday’s a great day to 
sleep in, enjoy workshops, vendor shopping and go to the famous Pool party & BBQ.  
 
4: LOGISTICS w/ Luna Lynx: This important team meets Wed 12:00pm to setup all areas creating the event as well as 
throughout the weekend making sure all things are presented well and intact  
 

5. PHOTO/VIDEO: Throughout event, while enjoying event. A schedule is created with director. Prior experience. 

6: BOOTBLACK: Enjoy setting a schedule w/ the director for times that work out. All bootblacks keep their tips to
